Switching the Radio On/Off

You can switch the radio on or off at any time without losing your current settings.
Press the ON/OFF button on the radio unit

To power down the radio unit completely, you need to unplug the unit's power cable
or unplug the power pack from the mains socket.

All your radio settings are stored even after the unit is disconnected from the power
supply.

Each time you switch on the unit, it may take a few seconds up to a minute to establish
a connection to your network, and for the desired Internet radio station to start

playing.
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About the Remote Control

Before you use the remote control for the yrst time, remove the battery’s protec-
tive foil. This tiny foil is located at the bottom of the remote control. Carefully pull on
the foil until it has completely come away from the remote control.

Make sure your system meets all
the WLAN requirements outlined
on page 6 of this user manual.

Check your WLAN reception. Try moving
the unit around. For testing, place the unit
right next to the WLAN router/access point.

Enable the router’'s DHCP function.
Enable ESSID broadcasting on the router.

Conygure the router so that new WLAN
stations can log on to the router.

Test if you can log on to the WLAN
with a computer/laptop.

Check if the network key is entered
correctly in the radio unit’s settings.

For testing, disable network encryption.
WARNING! During regular operation,
wireless networks should always

use encrypted transmissions!

Zoomer World Radio supports WPA-
PSK encryption with TKIP as well as
WEP encryption. Other encryption
methods (such as WPA2) are not
currently supported. If operation
using WPA encryption fails, test if

it works with WEP encryption.

If none of the described measures
are successful: Try connecting the
unit to the router using a LAN cable
(models with network port only).

NOTE:

Each time you try out a new setting or
method, briepy disconnect the unit from
the power supply to re-initialize it.

If you have tried out quite a few settings
on the unit and have lost track of your
conyguration, you can always restore the
default factory settings (see page 22).

If not, contact the person who
set up the WLAN for you.

If you can view the radio station
list after you have conygured the
unit for the yrst time (see page
10), the radio has successfully
established an Internet connection.

If the station list is not displayed, your
Internet connection may be at fault.

Check if you can access the
Internet from your computer.

If the Internet connection is OK and
you can view the station list, try out
several different stations. Note that not
all stations are available all the time.

Check if the unit's connection attempts
are being blocked by a yrewall. As a
minimum, Zoomer World Radio needs
to be able to freely access UDP and
TCP ports 80, 554, 1755, 5000, and
7070 in order to receive radio stations.
